	SPANISH IMMERSION PROGRAM
SUMMER 2006 June 5th – July 1st


	PRESENTATION
	The University Language Center at the Universidad Popular Autónoma de Puebla (UPAEP) offers a four week Spanish immersion program for foreigners in the summer. This program combines the learning of the language and culture hand in hand. It includes academic activities, workshops, laboratories, fieldtrips to nearby sites and museums, and the everyday experience of living with a Mexican family where the student is hosted as one of the family members. 
The program has been carefully designed to guarantee the acquisition and efficient use of language skills, the knowledge of cultural, social, and historical aspects of Mexico, and in general to enrich awareness of Mexican traditions.


ADVANTAGES
· This program is not only a summer course, but also part of an ambitious academic and research project of teaching Spanish to foreigners. This program is being developed by a specialized research team that belongs to the UPAEP University Language Center.
· As compared to other schools, the teachers here not only hold a M.A., but also have working experience teaching Spanish as a foreign language. All the teachers are also carefully trained in specific topics to fulfill the course objectives.
· The program helps students build up their knowledge by being guided and/or accompanied by their teachers when outside activities take place. Also, the students are motivated to actively develop their own knowledge by being conscious of the learning process and their goals at all times. Therefore, the teachers´ role in this program is to motivate, and give the necessary linguistic tools to help the students achieve the acquisition of the language. As a result, the learning process will be uninterrupted, going from the classrooms –where they become conscious and prepared– to the workshops, conferences, field trips, and home stay experiences. In every experience they investigate, confirm, analyze what they have learned and then return to the classroom to make presentations, discuss, and reflect on their experiences. Upon finishing, they will consolidate a lively linguistic knowledge along with their cultural experiences.
· The students´ didactic material and worksheets are based on the course objectives. 

THE UPAEP FACILITIES 

· For total immersion in the language and culture, the student needs to live in a real environment. The UPAEP campus is located just a short distance from downtown Puebla in a typical neighborhood where the student will live everyday in the most authentic “Pueblan” reality.
· The university facilities, where the program takes place, offer the student the following: 

· Computer rooms where the students will be able to carry out their project presentations, surf the net, and check e-mails 

· La Casa de Bellas Artes where workshops and movie showings will be held. 

· Cooking labs for preparation of authentic Mexican cuisine 

· Sport facilities: Olympic swimming pool, tennis courts, a soccer field, gym, etc. 

· University library 

· Infirmary 

· Skilled academics will be in charge of the content conferences (history, religious art, etc.) 

· An archeologist will guide the tours to the archeological sites.
